I ntroduction

The issue of asylum has become one of the most pressing humanitarian
issues, and it is one of the problems that the international community has faced
throughout its history; As these groups are vulnerable to suffering, whether as a
result of conflict or Persecution, And in particular children, that fragile and
vulnerable group who are at subjected risk of abuse, neglect, or Violence,
exploitation, trafficking or forced recruitment where children constitute the

largest proportion of refugees.

Perhaps one of the most important hazardous conditions affecting their
lives is "refugee situations” caused by children's exposure and their families at
risk of family disintegration and dispersal as a result of their asylum in other
countries, As a result, these children lack many of their rights, needs, and many
different types of care: "Social, cultural”, providing them with protection from
cases of abuse, violence and sexua exploitation, and involving and recruiting

them in armed conflicts and many other areas.

Currently, laws and policies fail refugee and migrant children by depriving
them of their rights and ignoring their needs. Migrants, refugees and displaced
people are among the most vulnerable people in the world, some of whom are
deprived of schools and some of whom live in slums. Ignoring education is a
huge waste of human potential Simple administrative procedures often suffer or
lack of data, the existence of barriers and bureaucratic systems, Although
investing in the education of migrants and refugees with skills And high

motivation, Although investing in the education of migrants and refugees with



skills, It can boost economic growth not only in host countries but even in their

home countries.
The Study Problem and Questions:

Egyptian society is not far from being affected by emergencies that disrupt
the activities of communities Where the educational system faces asylum cases
with a large number of students, Egypt hosts about (244.910) Asylum seekers
and refugees registered with the United Nations High Commissioner for
Refugees, Refugees make up the largest percentage (54%), while refugees and
asylum-seekers from sub-Saharan Africa, Yemen and Iraq represent 46%,
UNHCR is committed to providing them with equal opportunities in terms of
protection, services and first aid for Syrians and Africans.

In light of the aforementioned points, the problem of the study becomes
clear in thefollowing main question:

How isit possible to plan to activate the educationa efforts of internationd
organizations to rehabilitate refugee children in basic education schools in

Damietta Governorate?

The Study Methodology:

The current study used the descriptive research approach decause it is based on
the study of reality.



Study Tools:

The study used the open interview to find out the current reality of refugee
education in basic education in Damietta. The most important obstacles to

improving education services in basic education schools in Damietta.
The Limits of the Study:
The limits of the study are represented as follows:

1) Objective Limits: The current study dealt with the educationa efforts of
international organizationsto rehabilitate refugee children in the basic

education stage in Egypt.

2) Human Limits. Syrian and non-Syrian refugee children in basic
education.

3) Geographical Limits: The current study was limited to basic education
schools in Damietta Governorate, which includes numbers of refugee
children in conflict countries, such as: Irag, Syria, Yemen, Libya, and
Sudan.

4) Time Limits: from the beginning of March to April 2023.
The study reached to the following results:

— The need to provide distance education for ease of education, reduce
school dropout, and solve the problem of distance distance.

— Absence of periodicals devoted to social rehabilitation.
— Absence of discussion sessions and dialogue with the social worker.
— Lack of physical and psychological activities that help integration.

— The Egyptian education's interest in the academic aspect and the omission
of the professional aspect that promotes the improvement of the

educational process and the psychology of refugee students.



Teachers provide the religious information that refugee students need, and
discuss religious matters with them.

Refugee children need vocationa rehabilitation; Astheir economic
situation requires them to support themselves and their families, which

causes them to drop out of schools.

The school adheres to the academic curricula and does not address the
external ramifications of religious beliefs.

Egyptian schools offer many cultural programsin an excellent way, which
satisfies the needs of refugee students biologicaly, and reduces their
deviation from socially undesirable behaviors.

Refugee students receive the vaccinations and periodic examinations that
their Egyptian colleagues receive, while making sureto review health

files before any medical procedure.

The educational services provided are good to alarge extent, but not with
the required efficiency in providing education clearly.

Difficulty in registration procedures, which may lead to missing the

opportunity to enroll in education at the beginning of the school year.

The educational services provided to refugee students are equal to their
Egyptian colleagues.

Thereis aneed for specialized support periodicals that can be used in the
process of educating refugee students.

Absence of cooperation between schools and international organizations,

and weak regulating legidation to achieve the best results.

The difficulty of security measures that alow the participation of
international organizations to cooperate with schools to provide

educational services.



Weak interest in the national hobby and its loss.

Too many papers and officia requests; To approve registration and

enrollment in Egyptian schools

The need to develop legidation that regulates the steps of cooperation and
work with international organizations within schools.

The need to raise awareness of issues related to equality and non-

discrimination of gender or race.

Increased recreational trips, To mitigate the psychological effects of
asylum.

The need to provide teachers with different nationalities for refugees; To
participate in teaching processes.

The need for counseling programs dedicated to dealing with refugee
education cases.

The need to train teachers, especially kindergarten teachers, in dealing

with education in emergencies.
The need to teach and develop national identity in schools.
